How is a Grad course different from an Undergrad course?

Class size, expectations different, “the real thing”, less homework, but more time intensive homework, fewer tests usually, increase in student responsibility for student learning, not as textbook based, transition from classroom environment to seminar environment, students fill in proofs as they deem necessary or desirable
•
How is preparation for a Grad course different from prep for Undergrad course?

Seen as potentially more intensive preparation or less intensive depending on individual and circumstances, more preparation in creating the course because there is less likely to be an off-the-shelf outline, qual courses need to prepare students for a fixed kind of exam
•
How are Grad students different from Undergrad students?

Intrinsically motivated, more mature, less diversity in class concerning student goals, increased comfort/confidence, more collaborative
•
What kinds of goals should those in Grad courses have for the students?

Pass quals/learn more, help find a research area or thesis advisor, mastery of material, learn to judge correctness of own work rather than rely on grades or grader for that feedback

See classroom behavior modeled, learn about grading by doing grading, some places have a course in which to learn professionalism

Grades are supposed to distinguish, in a non-subjective way, different levels of learning in an undergrad course, there is less emphasis on this in grad courses: grades mean less in grad courses
