Comments

I think Professor Yattselev is arguably the best math professor I've had at either IUPUC or IUPUI. That said, his tests are not an
accurate representation of the homework material assigned nor the material he presents in lectures. I spent at least 10 hours a
week trying to do all the problems on the homework because (a) bonus points are associated, and (b) I use them to study for the
upcoming test. But as I said, the tests were above the level of assigned problems and I do not agree with that philosophy. I think it's
disrespectful to the students who spend several hours reviewing homework problems and lecture notes for the tests.

Professor Yattselev is clear and teaches well but he made the course very theoretical and abstract rather than practical. I think he
should have explained more what every thing means in a graph or with real examples so that I could understand what he was doing
and what it meant.

I really enjoyed Prof. Yattselev.

Since there were so many proof based ideas in this course, I would have liked to focus more on these ideas rather than examples.
The book doesn't offer a lot of help in learning these ideas. Any extra practice questions on these would have been helpful. I also felt
like we went so fast that it was hard to grasp the topics. I would have preferred to slow down and have fewer examples. He also
talks really fast and it is hard to follow. Possibly writing or pointing on the board to match what he is saying would have been helpful.

I was happy with my experience in this class, but I felt like the homework was a bit much, and that the exams did not line up with the
material on the homework every time. Yes, I waited to do the homework until the night before, however I was starting at 6pm and
was often up until 1am.

If possible, please get the homework back faster so we can use them to study.
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
