Dr. Yattselev is clearly very knowledgeable about subject matter and passionate about teaching it. He is very well prepared for class
meetings, and sticks closely to the schedule in the syllabus. Homework assignments are posted plenty of time before the deadline,
which is really nice as a student balancing multiple jobs and a heavy course load. | also appreciate how detailed feedback is for
every assignment/exam and how quickly grades are posted (usually the same day or day after the due date). Finally, going over
commonly missed homework problems in class is really helpful. My only complaints about the course are that the book has a lot of
typos which made the assignments and studying from the textbook difficult at times, and that the course is very challenging for
students who have not taken or are currently taking Math 444 (foundations of analysis). | think that this might be because this was a
combined lecture with undergrad and graduate level courses.

| think it would be beneficial to separate the graduate and undergraduate complex analysis classes. The speed of the
undergraduate class should really be quite a bit slower. The book that was used was full of typos in the homework section. It was
hard to work with and everything had to be checked twice. A different book should be used in the future.
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
